disclosure under RSA 91-A:5, IV in an adjudicative proceeding pursuant to RSA 541 or RSA 541-A;(k) consideration by a school board of entering 

into a student or pupil tuition contract authorized by RSA 194 or RSA 195-A (May be called at any time, pending roll call vote of the Board).

“CLOSING COMMENTS” at the end of the agenda.  The section at the beginning is to accommodate visitors who wish to address the Board without 

staying for the business meeting.  The section at the end provides an opportunity for those staying for the business meeting to comment on the work of the 
Board.  The comments sections of the agenda may not exceed 15 minutes unless extended by vote of the Board.  Occasionally, the Board may “suspend its 

rules” to allow visitor participation at the time an issue of specific interest is being addressed. 

 
Visitors should not expect a Board response to their comments or questions under the above since the Board may not have discussed or taken a position on 

the matter.  The Superintendent, without speaking for the Board, may offer clarification as appropriate.  When the Board has taken a position, the 

Chairperson may state the Board’s position. 
 

The Board’s goal for the conduct of its meeting is to accomplish its work within a qualitative time frame respecting the participation of visitors as well as all 

others who contribute to the effectiveness of its meetings.  The Board agenda, therefore, is arranged to reserve adequate time for quality Board discussion of 
priority agenda items.
