History of Peace Officers Memorial Day

fjm‘_“l”f:E We began formally marking Peace Officers Memorial Day in

1963, several months after President John F. Kennedy signed
w E the bill into law in October 1962. In Kennedy’s proclamation
- relating to the events in May 1963, he began by stating that

“law enforcement officers have played an important role”
since “the beginning of this Nation.” But the development of
the peace officers we know and respect today is more recent than you might
think!

The first enforcement officers in the U.S. operated privately, employed by
wealthy individuals to protect their assets. Public peace officers developed shortly
after this in the mid-1600’s, first in Boston and then in New York and
Philadelphia. They were predominantly volunteers who acted as night watchmen
and reported fellow citizens behaving badly.

Boston continued to lead the way in peace organization, with the first publicly
funded, organized police force set up in 1838, which paid officers to keep the
peace full-time. By the late 1880°s, all major U.S. cities had police forces,
although their priorities differed from state to state, depending on the problems
faced in each area. Law enforcement heads were often chosen by the local
political leader so, as a result, the enforcement could work in favor of the ruling
political party.

In response, President Hoover set up an investigation into the effectiveness of law
enforcement nationwide in 1929. It called for peace officers to work in a
professional and impartial way to enforce the law and was a turning point in the
history of the officers who protect us today. It promoted the selflessness that we
now honor every year on May 15.

Wildfires — Not just in the West
“Those who cannot remember the past are condemned to repeat it”
A Safety Message from the Fire Chief’s Office
American philosopher George Santayana famously said “Those who cannot
remember the past are condemned to repeat it”. For those who follow this column
on a regular basis — you have heard this from me before. However, in the interest
of the first-time reader as well as a reminder for all of us - this line of thinking is
particularly applicable to fire and life safety concerns, and I’d like to share an area
of concern as temperature and winds increase.

For those who pay attention to the national news, often times there is a major
brush fire or forest fire burning somewhere in the western part of the United
States. These fires are often devastating with dry conditions, an abundance of
natural fuel, and many homes in the wildland urban interface (WUI). This type of
fire seems remote and distant when viewed on TV.

One of the charms of our great City is the unique array of urban, suburban, and
rural areas with large swaths of forested lands, open space, and tree lined city
streets — all creating our very own wildland-urban interface. The storms from this
past winter have significantly added to the fuel load on the ground. Warmer
temperatures and the winds of spring tend to dry this fuel during the month of
May and into June. Consequently, the potential for wildfire in Somersworth can
be elevated with dry conditions, high winds, and careless open burning.

To place all of this in an east coast perspective, nearly 62 years ago in the Staten
Island Burrough of New York City, on a day known as “Black Saturday”, 100
homes were destroyed, as three different fires simultaneously burned through
multiple neighborhoods. The threat of wildfire in Somersworth is very real. As
Smokey Bear has said for decades “Only YOU can prevent forest fires”. The
Somersworth Fire Department asks that you keep your property clear of dead

vegetation, abide by all open burning restrictions, use good judgement when
authorized to burn, and ensure your fire is completely out when finished
burning.

Note: The categories used to report monthly incidents are those mandated by the
National Fire Incident Reporting System (NFIRS). Most categories are self-
explanatory. For those categories that are not obvious, the following examples can
add clarity: Good Intent Call - a reported fire that turns out to be steam from a
dryer vent; Severe WX/Natural Disaster - a lightning strike or tree falling on a
house that requires an inspection to ensure there is no fire; and a Special Incident
- low frequency event such as a citizen’s complaint of an ordinance or code
violation.

Note: For the most recent reporting period of March, 2023, Stewart’s Ambulance
responded to 136 emergency calls in the City, transported on 106 of those calls,
and had an average response time of four minutes and nine seconds (04.09). A
mutual aid ambulance was required to respond into the City five (5) times during
the reporting period.

Note: The SFD responds with Stewart’s on the more serious medical calls and any
time a mutual aid ambulance responds into the City. In addition, FD EMTs and
AEMTs assist Stewart’s with transports when a driver and/or additional EMS
providers are required.

Please Bring the Following:

House and Garden Products:

Weed killers and fertilizers, no pest strips, ant spray and baits, bug and rodent
sprays, poisons, flea repellents and shampoos, bug sprays houseplant insecticides,
oven cleaners, bleach, pool chemicals, tub, tile and shower cleaners, button cell
and lithium batteries.

Garage Products:

Car wash and polish, fuel additives, carburetor / fuel injector cleaners, air
conditioning, refrigerants, starter fluids, creosote, antifreeze, transmission and
brake fluid.

Workshop/Painting Products:
Oil or enamel-based paint, stains and finishes, paint strippers and removers,
photographic chemicals, fixatives, adhesives, glues and other solvents.

Not Hazardous Please Do Not Bring:

Latex Paint:
Use the paint or open can and let paint dry out. If necessary, mix with saw dust,
kitty litter or sand and dispose with regular trash.

Tires, Computers, Computer Monitors and Televisions: For the collection
center nearest you, call your municipality.




Motor Oil:
Check with your municipality or local garages in your town for disposal.

Batteries & Fluorescent Bulbs:
Zinc carbon and alkaline batteries (regular household) that were sold after 1996
are not hazardous and can be place in the regular trash.

Car Batteries:
Most places that sell car batteries will take them back. Some communities may
have battery collections, check with your municipality.

Propane Tanks:

Most places that fill or sell these tanks will also take used tanks.Somersworth
residents may drop off empty tanks at the Somersworth DPW at 18 Lilac Lane.
Please contact the Public Works Department at 603-692-4266 for more
information.

Reporting Pot Holes - call (603) 692-4266
The Public Works Department assigns Highway crews daily to address potholes
on primary streets that have been reported and/or observed by the Highway staff.

Malley Farm Facility

Malley Farm is now open for disposal of brush
and leaves, Monday — Friday 7:30am — 2:30pm
and Saturday and Sunday 8:00am-6:00pm. Please
note: Any Contractor serving a Somersworth
residence with leaves and brush hauling, will
need to obtain a permit from Public Works to
dump at Malley Farm. Root balls and wood larger than 5” in diameter and
10’ in length are not permitted. Please call the Public Works Department at
603-692-4266 for further information.

Bagged Leaves and Brush Pickup

Brush will be picked up the third week in May, starting Monday May
15. You must call 603-692-4266 by Friday, May 12 in order to be added to the
brush collection pickup list. Please have your brush curbside no later than 7:00 am
on Monday, May 15 for pickup. Brush can be up to five (5) inches in diameter
and ten (10) feet long.

PLEASE NOTE: Brush pickup is limited to 20 minutes per stop. Any
remaining brush and cleanup of debris is the responsibility of the property
owner.

Bagged leaves will be picked up the fourth week in May, starting Monday
May 22. You do not have to call ahead for bagged leaves pickup. Please have
leaves curbside no later than 7:00am on your trash pickup day the week May
22. Leaves and grass clippings must be in brown recyclable paper leaf bags, sold
at many local stores.

Water Main Flushing to Begin Mid-May
Crews from the Water Distribution Division will
be flushing water mains in mid-May. Flushing the
water mains improves water quality by removing
sediment that slowly builds up at the bottom of the
water main over time. The sediment comes from
internal corrosion of the water mains over many years. Flushing water mains is
part of the City’s commitment to ensure the highest water quality standards are
met for Somersworth water customers and is part of routine maintenance of the
City’s water distribution system. Flushing schedule details are posted on the
City’s website.
